Being able 

to unite ourselves with the Lord in Holy Communion makes it even more fitting. 

Therefore, ashes will be distributed as part of the Masses and Services only.   

If you need to bring Ashes to someone who is homebound, they will be available at the end of each 

Mass or Service.   Please bring a container with you.
