To assist us in the goal of having a deeper awareness and appreciation for the Holy Eucharist, we started last week with the 

first fifteen verses of the Sixth Chapter of Saint John’s Gospel. Not exactly a part of the Bread of Life Discourse which 

comes a little bit later in that pivotal Sixth Chapter, the multiplication of the loaves and fish has clear eucharistic overtones. 

In multiplying the loaves and fish, Jesus is telling us that the Eucharist multiplies or increases too. The divine gift of the 

Eucharist is an enlargement but not materialistically, of course. The enlargement is spiritual, taking place in our souls. 
 

I chose to focus on charity because it flows from the Eucharist – not naturally but supernaturally. Charity is really an 

extension of the Eucharistic Mystery. As I stated last week, we are fed with charity by the Lord Himself. Thus, to share in 

the Eucharist is a summons to live charitably in act and in speech. By Christ’s grace, we rise to meet that summons in a 

genuine transcendence. 
 

My first reflection on the Holy Eucharist was attitudinal. However, attitude does not exhaust all of what we believe about 

the Eucharist. Along with attitude, there is the doctrinal foundation of the Eucharist which cannot be neglected. So, in this 

second reflection on the Eucharist, I aim to address how we explain the continuity of the Last Supper with every subsequent 

celebration of the Mass. This necessarily involves considerations on the history of the Church and the history of dogma. 
 

In my second reflection on the Holy Eucharist, I want to comment on the preservation of the Eucharistic Mystery. As we will 

see, it is not unrelated to a longing expressed in the text by the crowd. That longing is our longing too. The satisfaction of 

that longing is part of a divine wisdom which is expressed in history and dogma. Let us think about these topics to help us 

arrive at a more profound amazement of what the Lord has done for us in the Holy Eucharist.

charist because of the pandemic. No matter how long you are apart, Christ eagerly awaits your return. TODAY'S READINGS: Numbers 

11:4b-15; Matthew 14:13-21 (407). “He said the blessing, broke the loaves, and gave them to the disciples.” 

Tuesday, Aug 03 We’re in the same boat 
The “Barque (boat) of Saint Peter” is one of the oldest symbols of the Catholic Church. Early church fathers, like Tertullian and Clement of 

Alexandria, compared the church to a sailing vessel. Saint Boniface wrote: “The church is like a great ship being pounded by the waves of 

life’s different stresses. Our duty is not to abandon ship, but to keep her on her course.” As Peter learned, the trick is to place our trust in

Legend has it that a freak snowstorm in August was a sign that urged a Christian couple to build an enormous Roman church dedicated to 

the Virgin: the Basilica of Mary Major, founded in the 400s. Yet this story is like many others that church historians call “legends.” Our 

legends are not to be disdained; they usually uphold truths as interesting as the facts. In this case, the larger truth is that Mary is a key mem-

ber of the communion of saints who helps us on our path to God. During this month when Mary is particularly venerated, ask for her inter-

cession. TODAY'S READINGS: Numbers 20:1-13; Matthew 16:13-23 (410). “Then, raising his hand, Moses struck the rock twice with his 

staff, and water gushed out in abundance for the people and their livestock to drink.” 

Friday, Aug 06 FEAST OF THE TRANSFIGURATION OF THE LORD  Shhh . . . 
“Most people do not listen with the intent to understand; they listen with the intent to reply,” says leadership guru Stephen Covey. When we 

fail to listen, we miss the messages necessary for growth in ourselves and others. Listening builds a well of wisdom that helps the listener 

and the speaker get to know themselves better. “Listening is a form of spiritual hospitality,” says Henri Nouwen, and Pope Francis calls 

listening a form of “self-sacrifice” as we put another person above ourselves and “share questions and doubts.” God commanded Jesus’ 

disciples to listen to him. We are called to do the same. TODAY'S READINGS: Daniel 7:9-10, 13-14; 2 Peter 1:16-19; Mark 9:2-10 (614). 

“This is my beloved Son. Listen to him.” 

Saturday, Aug 07 MEMORIAL OF SIXTUS II, POPE, AND COMPANIONS, MARTYRS The courage to teach 
Today's teachers have a tough job (which the pandemic only made more difficult). But imagine risking your life to teach about your faith. 

That's how it was "back in the day." In the year 258, Roman soldiers burst into the room where Sixtus was teaching, dragged him from the 

chair, and beheaded him in the street. Six deacons joined him in martyrdom that day. Many bishops, priests, and deacons were murdered 

during that persecution by the Roman Emperor Valerian. Next time you’re in the pew, find Sixtus in Eucharistic Prayer I, the first one print-

ed in your missalette. He’s in the list that includes “Linus, Cletus, Clement,” and other notables of the early church. When you get to the 

name Sixtus II, pause and remember his courageous sacrifice to pass on the faith.TODAY'S READINGS: Deuteronomy 6:4-13; Matthew 

17:14-20 (412). “[I]f you have faith the size of a mustard seed . . . . Nothing will be impossible for you.” 
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Pope Francis has declared December 2020 ~ December 2021 as  

The Year of St. Joseph 
 

Born in 1845, St. Andre Bessette was known as the “Miracle Worker of Montreal” He was instrumental in the con-
struction of the Basilica of St. Joseph’s Oratory in Montreal, Canada and promoted an efficacious love for and devo-
tion to St. Joseph in his practical deeds of daily charity as a doorkeeper. As a doorkeeper at a Holy Cross Catholic 
school in Montreal, Brother André opened the door to Jesus Christ every time he opened the door physically for the 
students, families, and Cross-carriers he encountered.  
 
We have a number of Doorkeeper Saints in the history of our Catholic Church that meditated, prayed, contemplated 
and lived these biblical passages on doors. They include the Jesuit brother St. Alphonsus Rodriguez (1532-1617), the 
Dominican brother St. Martin de Porres (1579-1639), and the simplex Capuchin priest Blessed Solanus Casey (1870-
1957)  These Doorkeeper Saints who opened the door to Christ and greeted Christ as they listened to and served 
suffering humanity, encourage us to reflect on the doors in our own lives and how we open them to others. As these 
Doorkeeper Saints opened physical doors to Catholic schools, monasteries, and residences, they did so with exquisite 
reverence for the people which the opened door revealed, though the crowds and long lines often led to exhaustion. 
 
Reflect for a moment on the door of the home you grew up in and all the traffic that went in and out of it. Reflect on 
the door of where you live now. Reflect on your room door or your office door. Reflect, in these Covid-19 times, on 
the door or portal of the computer you use every day. How do we answer the doors of life? As we open these doors, 
do we greet Christ and the person representing Christ with warmth, openness, steadfast charity, humility, and magna-
nimity? 
 
As we answer the doors of life, are we accompanied by St. Joseph and the Holy Family, striving to greet Jesus Christ 
in every providential dimension of humanity that the Holy Spirit sends to us?  
 
In every door-opening moment, St. André Bessette opened the door to Jesus Christ with the help, assistance, and 
intercession of his friend St. Joseph.  
 
He sought the intercession of St. Joseph, Spouse of the Blessed Virgin Mary, Guardian of the Holy Family, and mod-
el for all husbands, fathers, and family members. St. André sought the intercession of St. Joseph, the Dreamer and 
Contemplative, and asked St. Joseph to intercede for his prayer life and the prayer lives of those he served. 
 
He sought the intercession of St. Joseph the Worker, who teaches us to give Glory to God in the sanctification of 

every detail of daily work.  
 
St. André sought the intercession of St. Joseph, the Just Man – faith-filled, 
rock-solid, mature, reliable, constant, hardworking, contemplative, and prayer-
ful, always trusting in God as he faced the most difficult and perplexing situa-
tions and curve balls of life. 
 
As we remember and celebrate the stories and vast panorama of spiritual, 
physical, and emotional healings of which St. André Bessette and St. Joseph 
together were God’s humble instruments, we “go to Joseph” in the Year of St. 
Joseph. We ask their intercession to help us pray, deepen our daily charity, and 
open every door in life to Jesus Christ and the neighbors he sends to us.
