The Mass Book for 2023 is open on Monday, October 24th at 9:00 AM in the parish center. There are no limitations on the 
number of Masses you may reserve at that time. 

You are encouraged to have relatives and friends remembered at the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass on weekends and during the 
week. There isn’t a better way to remember a loved one than praying that he or she be in the company of the Lord for all eterni-
ty.  

In recent weeks, we have had one or more days per week without a Mass Intention. Please consider relatives and friends on 
their birthdays or days of death with a remembrance at Mass. 

Just two more sessions remain in our Enrichment Evenings for catechists and all interested parishioners. We meet on the 17th 
and the 24

th
. On the 17th, we take up a consideration of morality and the 24th, we take up a consideration of the sacraments. 

Next Sunday, the 23rd, the Church marks World Mission Sunday. You are invited to pray for the Church’s work in mission 
lands. Now every land is a mission land, even where the Church has been present  for a long time. It used to be that lands 
where the Church was well-established would send missionaries to areas where the Church was young and growing. Now, it is 
the lands where the Church is in embryonic form that are producing the vocations to preach the Gospel and assist the needy. 

You are asked to support the missions financially too. A second collection for that purpose will be taken up the weekend of the 
22nd and 23rd at all Masses. Please be generous. 

October is traditionally a month for Marian devotions. Please remember to stop by the grotto on our property with the statue of 
the Blessed Mother and offer a prayer there for your family or other needs you may have. Also, you are encouraged to pray the 
rosary. Our Lady hears all her children and she has promised to pray for us now and at the hour of our death. 

The Eucharistic Revival has been underway for several months. It is a special intention in our weekend Prayer of the Faithful 
every weekend and it will remain there for the foreseeable future. If you or members of your family are not currently practicing 
the Catholic faith, we want you to resume practicing your faith. 

The Lord is waiting for you to come back and so are we. 

If you are going to Mass only sporadically, we want you to come every week as the Commandment enjoins us to do. The 
Lord’s gifts to us at the Holy Eucharist are not available to us in any other locale and at any other time. The Holy Eucharist is 
the preeminent way to meet the Lord and deepen our relationship with Him; there is simply no substitute for it. 

We continue to make available to our parishioners time for Eucharistic Adoration. On the first Thursday of the month in 
the afternoon beginning at 3:00 PM, we invite you to come and pray before the Lord Who wants His sons and daughters to 
be refreshed and rejuvenated by His Presence. We also have a Holy Hour seasonally in the evening. Please continue to watch 
the bulletin for more details. Our next Holy Hour in the evening will be in late November (early Advent). 

At the beginning of November (the 1st), we mark the Solemnity of All Saints, a Holy Day of Obligation. Please see future edi-
tions of the bulletin and the church bulletin boards for the times of Mass on that occasion. 

The next day, the 2nd, we commemorate All Souls. Mass that day is at 9:00 AM since it is a Wednesday. Mass that day will be 
for all those whose names have been submitted to us using the envelope for that purpose. Indeed, there will be a remembrance 
at a Novena of Masses beginning on November 2nd. If you do not have a designated envelope for All Souls, additional enve-
lopes are going to be found in the church. 

Kindly submit your envelope in the collection basket or drop it off in person at the parish center.
