Stewardship Thought for the Week 
Living Stewardship ~ Pillar of Formation: As Christians, we 

live in a world that is constantly trying to guide us in a way 
opposed to Christ. We are faced with decisions that can either 
help us stay on the narrow path or lead us astray. We have two 
options: to follow Christ, whether popular or not, or we can do 
as Pilate did. listen to the crowds and turn our backs on Christ.  
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As we have just started the month of May and we mark the Fifth Sunday of Easter, I want to recap some news items for  
parishioners. So, here goes. 

A week from now (May 13th and 14th), there will be on Saturday the 13th two First Holy Communion Masses at Saint  
Margaret (11:30 AM and 1:30 PM). As this is the period of the Eucharistic Revival (2022-2025) in our nation, we recall 
how Catholic children who have reached the age of discretion are admitted to the Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist for the 
first time. It is good to acknowledge the preparation for First Holy Communion which occurs in families (attire, parties, etc.). 
It is even more important to recall that the Holy Eucharist is not a periodic event in the life of a Catholic. It is a weekly en-
counter with Jesus, Our Lord and Savior; He has given to us His Body and Blood until the end of time. 

We need the Holy Eucharist to be the disciples of Christ. It’s that plain to understand. No discipleship worth its name can 
exclude the Holy Eucharist. And, thus, I call upon the parents of our First Holy Communicants to bring your children to 
church every Sunday. This is not the Pastor’s rule but God’s law and the precept of the Church. 

And parents can do this the very next day, too. Because on Sunday, May 14th, there is the opportunity to receive Our Lord in 
Holy Communion with the parishioners of Saint Margaret. I ask the parents of the First Holy Communion Class for 2023 to 
bring your son or daughter to the 12 noon Mass and sit together. I ask the First Holy Communicants to wear their First Holy 
Communion attire that the parishioners of Saint Margaret may see you. 

At the conclusion of Mass on Sunday the 14th, there will be a May Crowning of the Blessed Virgin on the grounds of the 
church (outdoors, weather permitting or indoors if there is inclement weather). Follow the directions of the priests and the 
ushers as we make our way to the statue of Our Lady and show our devotion to her. 

I extend an invitation to all parishioners to join us for the May Crowning. Even if you don’t attend the 12 noon Mass, please 
come and participate in the Marian procession we will have.  

As you know, the second Sunday in May is Mother’s Day. We will honor mothers at all our weekend liturgies with a bless-
ing at the end of Mass. We also recall that we can remember our mothers in the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass; indeed, that is the 
best way to remember our earthly mothers – to unite them by name to the Lord’s death and Resurrection. 

Parishioners who receive envelopes in the mail can fill out these same Mother’s Day envelopes and place them in the  
offertory baskets at Mass. Mothers are remembered in a Novena of Masses at Saint Margaret.  

Those parishioners who do not use envelopes can obtain envelopes in the church. They are available in the vestibule and in 
the ushers’ room. Don’t miss out on this special way to remember your mother – living or deceased.  

We continue to prepare for the Solemnity of Corpus Christi on June 11th. If you haven’t let us know you are coming to the 
Mass at 11:00 AM (a special time) and will join us for the Procession with the Blessed Sacrament and the Reception, 
you may still do so. 

The members of the 75th Anniversary Committee may not be in the vestibule any longer, but you can still make your reser-
vation to be with us and gratefully remember our parish. Please contact the parish office by phone or in person to still partici-
pate in this joyous occasion.  

We are making our way to the Solemnity of Pentecost at the end of this month. At the 12 noon Mass on May 28th, three adult 
Catholics will celebrate the Sacrament of Confirmation. More will be said about this in future bulletin editions. 

I also intend to get back to my reflections on The Mystery of the Eucharist in the Life of the Church. In the meantime, please 
see the bulletin boards in the church which have flyers on an event in October related to the Eucharistic Revival.
