November 5, 2023 
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The Mass and luncheon marking our parish’s 75th Anniversary will soon be upon us. Remember the date and re-
member the time: Sunday the 19th (two weeks away now) at 11:00 AM (note the different time). The celebrant of 
the Mass is Bishop Robert Coyle, the Vicar for Suffolk County. At 1:00 PM, the luncheon commences at the Ma-
jestic Gardens in Rocky Point. 
 

Please note that there are just three Masses the weekend of November 18th/19th. The Vigil Mass on the 18th at 5:00 
PM remains the same; the first Mass on Sunday the 19th is at the usual time of 8:00 AM. There is no 10:00 AM 
Mass and no 12 noon Mass on the 19th. 
 

You still have a little more time to get a ticket for the luncheon. You can do that until the Wednesday before the 
event (the 15th) at the pastoral center during regular business hours. 
 

We are still looking for men and women to join us for the Day of Recollection on Saturday, November 18th be-
ginning at 1:00 PM. We have still not reached our desired goal of 50 people. Please invite family members and 
friends to join us. I don’t want the attendance to reflect badly on our parish, so please do your best to find another 
person to bring with you to the couple of hours we spend praying in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament. 
 

We have our annual Mass on Thanksgiving Day on Thursday, November 23rd at 9:00 AM. Since it is a national 
holiday and almost everyone is off from work, I ask that you make an effort to join with us and attend the Mass. It 
is a most fitting way to start the day of giving thanks. 
 

We begin the season of Advent the first weekend of December (the 2nd and 3rd). The first weekday of Advent we 
are having another of our Holy Hours. All are invited to pray with us on Monday, December 4th at 7:00 PM. The 
Hour starts with Exposition and concludes with Benediction. 
 

On Tuesday, December 5th, I ask all of the ushers from all four weekend Masses to meet with me in the pastoral 
center at 7:00 PM. The meeting will not last more than 45 minutes. 
 

The last two Advent seasons (2021 and 2022), we have had on the Third Sunday of that holy season what is 
known as Lessons and Carols. Both years, Lessons and Carols began at 4:00 PM. This year, we have moved the 
time up to 2:30 PM. The date is Sunday, December 17th. Mark your calendars now. 
 

I would like to see a good attendance, at least a better attendance than we had the last two years. In fact, that is 
why the time has been moved up this year. We have heard from some that they didn’t attend in the past because 
they did not want to be out in the dark after 5:00 PM. Well, there is no excuse this year to come and get ready 
spiritually for the Solemnity of Christmas. So, please bring your family or a friend with you to our 3rd edition of 
Lessons and Carols. 
 

Come one, come all. Listen to the liturgical texts of Advent and the hear the hymns characteristic of and then stay 
for the reception which will be held in the auditorium following Lessons and Carols.
